1. The application for the Exchange Program in University of Akureyri (UNAK), Faculty of Law,
in Iceland for Second Semester starting January 2026 is now open. This is a program for non-
degree Exchange Students. Participants will not obtain any degree from UNAK, while they can
earn credits which are transferable to GSICS up to maximum of 8 credits.

2. Period: Second Semester* (January - May 2026)
* Though it is possible to stay in Akureyri till the official end of the semester, students may
return to Kobe already by early April, as many courses are completed by early April.

3. Eligibility and requirements
Participants must be students in the master program of GSICS.
Participants are required to demonstrate a good command of English. UNAK’s Polar
Law Program is a English program, and all courses and research are conducted in
English. English is sufficient also for every-day life in Iceland.

4. Number of participants: A few.

5. Fees: Tuitions are waived, as long as the participating students maintain their tuition payment to
Kobe University. Other expenses such as travel, living, insurance etc. have to be borne by the
participating students.
