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Call for Applications: Exchange Program at the University of Akureyri, Iceland with
Scholarship Support (January-May 2026)
September 2025

1. Purpose
GSICS offers a one-semester, non-degree exchange program with the University of Akureyri
(UNAK), in Iceland. We are now reopening the call for applications for students wishing to join
the Second Semester (January-May 2026), with the possibility of scholarship support.
Participants will not obtain any degree from UNAK. Master’s level students can earn credits
which are transferable to GSICS up to maximum of 8 credits.

2. Period: During the second semester, January - May 2026; shorter stay may also be acceptable

3. Ehglblhty and requirements
Participants must be students in the master’s program of GSICS (including international
students).
Participants are required to demonstrate a good command of English.
At UNAK, classes are available in English, and exchange students will mainly take courses
taught in English. English is also generally sufficient for daily life in Iceland.

4. Number of participants: A few. Scholarship will be available only for one person.

5. Fees and financial support

Tuition: Tuition fees at UNAK are waived (students must maintain their tuition payment to
Kobe University).
Other expenses; Travel, living, insurance etc. must be borne by the participating students.
Scholarship support: The following items may be covered by scholarship funding (currently
under negotiation):

» Travel expenses: approx. €1,500

» Living allowance: approx. €4,500 (with an additional top-up of up to €1,250 if certain
conditions are met)
